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We will weave together community, 
prayer, teaching, proclamation and 
service into a tapestry that enriches 
the faith and lives of parishioners of 
every age and background. Using the 
ideas of Maria Harris, we will explore 
new paradigms of Christian forma-
tion to help our churches meet the 
needs of the present and the future.
